· New Business
· Club Engine – The Engine is up and running.  We have some minor tweaking to do before show time but overall the project is complete.  I want to thank everybody who played a part in the project, no matter how big or small.  This is something we can all be proud of and it will serve this Club well for years to come
·  REMINDER – The Flea Market will be moving to the outside of the fenced area this year.  This will enable us to begin set up on Wednesday morning.   If you come early please complete your registration early (on-line or deliver hard copies) or make sure you go by the registration trailer once it is open and register.
· Final Reminders

· For all members having reserved spaces at the fairgrounds, we will do the same as last year: if you have not placed your equipment on your space by Friday at noon, the space(s) will be reassigned as needed for the remainder of the show, that is, unless you inform Anthony Austin that you will be late arriving.  If you do not show up or call you reserved space will be forfeited and reassigned to someone else.  We cannot continue to have reserved spaces go unused year after year.   

· If you have a reserved space(s) and cannot to use them this year, please inform Anthony Austin also, so he can temporarily provide someone else the opportunity to show their equipment this year. We want to do all we can to fill the display area.

· Please make sure your membership is up to date.  A paid/current membership is a requirement for having a reserved space.  

· Everyone planning to use electric power during the show – vendor, exhibitor, member or non-member – is required to pay a $25 power fee. This is not our requirement, but the fair board and the funds collected go directly to the fair treasury to pay the electric power bill. Charles Bentley is in charge of collecting these fees. If you do not pay him ahead of time, he will find you during the show and collect the fee!

· Golf Carts will be available for rent during the show. Golf Carts of Hickory is the provider. Their fee schedule is $20 per hour; $35 for half day; $50 for full day; $100 for both days.  If you’d like to have one waiting for you, call Golf Carts of Hickory (828) 855-1291 and arrange it.  The carts will be kept near the General Store and Howard Reinhardt will oversee the rentals from the store.
· Tee Shirts are available for sale tonight.  Please give us a minute to organize things at the end of the meeting and you may then purchase your shirts.  Please do not just come up and get one out of a container before we are ready to sale.  We are trying to account for sizes, etc.
· Overview of Show 

1- Pre Show Clean Up

· Clean all trash from grounds

· Assist Flea Market Staff in clearing all tables (if needed, ask first)

2- Set Up

· Set-up time at the American Legion Fairgrounds will begin Wednesday morning May 16th.  If you are unable to bring display items on Wednesday, you will NOT be able to get in until sometime after 2:00 PM on Thursday.  As previously stated, the Flea-market will be set up outside the fence this year and we do not want to interfere with it or their customers who will be coming and going throughout the day.  We will be setting up the following items:   

Tuesday
· Grounds will need to be mowed and weed eating complete.
· All Speaker wire will need to be ran and all Speakers set up.

Thursday

· Place trash receptacles and trash bags

· Place wheel chock barrels

· Place all traffic cones and signage at main road entry gate

· Set up tent, table, etc. for pay gate

· Set up tent for T-Shirt sales trailer and MC area (Show Trailer)

3- General Show Information

· Spaces in the main exhibit area may be reserved by members in good standing (dues paid). These spaces are to be occupied by 12 noon on Friday May 18th or they will be forfeited unless your intent to fill the space is communicated to the reserved space coordinator – Anthony Austin (828)-302-5326. 

· All members are to be aware of and adhere to the safety requirements for the show.

· All members are called upon to function as safety monitors by presenting your own exhibits in a safe manner and helping each other do the same.

· All equipment is to be chocked when parked. Chocks will be available if you have none.

· Fire extinguishers are to be ready at hand.

· Be aware of and yield to pedestrians when driving any vehicle on the grounds.

· All motorized vehicles should be operated at a walking pace speed.
· Demonstrations should be roped-off to keep little fingers on little hands where they belong.

· Plenty of parking is available, but we need to utilize it wisely. 

· Trailers should be parked in the area behind and below the livestock barn. 

· Towing vehicles should be parked in the general parking area. 

· The area next to the pulling track will be utilized for pullers (Friday & Saturday).

· All exhibitors are encouraged to register.

· All exhibitors are encouraged to operate their equipment during the show except for two specific times. During these times, all engines, tractors, mowers, etc. are requested to be turned off.

· During opening ceremonies on Saturday morning.

· During Sunday morning church services. 

· The route for the Parade of Power will be marked off with signs. Everyone should begin by exiting the Main Exhibit area through the pulling track parking area, cross the main road and proceed through the main parking area to the back gate, then through the food court area.

· This is our show. That means we are host to the public and to those who come to exhibit with us. It is up to every one of us to do what we can to make it a memorable experience for all who come. Each member is encouraged to do their part – no task is too small or menial to be worthwhile and every person is worthy of a smile or a helping hand.
