Ned Story
--- ---  ---  a thought to set the tone for this new year --- ---  ---

Change is inevitable. Everything around us changes. Some changes are so slow that they seem to be unchangeable; others change so fast that we cannot keep up with them. We may wish things would stay as they are, especially as we get older, but change is inevitable and it is necessary, especially so within ourselves.
To illustrate change, visualize a pool of water. It changes, like everything else. It can either dry up or grow stagnant, and it will do so very quickly. But a pool can also be changed by fresh water flowing into it. It is the same for our lives (our thoughts, emotions, desires, even our words and actions (for they express what is in our hearts)). Is the pool within you drying up or stagnating? A dry pool is of no value to anyone and a stagnant pool stinks and may even be poisonous. To keep from drying up or growing stagnant, we must constantly refresh our pools with fresh water.
What is the fresh water we need for our pools? Many think it is knowledge (and they spend a lifetime seeking trivial information); some think it is experience (but who can do it all?); some say philosophy (but who can know who is right?); others say religion (but which one?). All of these may appear to add to the pool, but they only ripple the surface or stir up the muck (or dust) in the bottom. 
Only one source of pure, fresh water exists – water that promotes life – water that refreshes and cleanses. That water is God’s Word – the good news concerning Christ Jesus. Are you willing to change and be refreshed by this pure water? Are you willing to say (as the Samaritan woman said): “Give me that water”? 

You say, “I already have that water.” 

Do you? How is your pool today? Has it begun to dry up since Sunday? Has it begun to stagnate since you last opened the Bible? Have you allowed the world to stir up the muck in your pool or blow the dust around? If so, you need to be refreshed.
If the world says homosexuality is an alternative lifestyle, but God’s Word says it is sinful (the same as stealing, lying, or adultery), which pool will you drink from for refreshment? If the preacher says you must do such-and-such to be right before God, but God’s Word says “by grace you are saved, not of works,” to which pool will you go for replenishment? If your boss tells you to falsify a report, but God’s Word says “lie not to one another,” from which pool will you drink? If your spouse says, “We have no money for groceries,” but God’s Word says “He will supply all your need,” which water will refresh you? If everything around you impresses upon you a sense of worthlessness, but God’s Word says ”you were chosen from the very beginning in Christ to be well-pleasing to God,” which pool will you frequent and drink? 
If a friend comes to you saying he is deeply troubled, will he find in you an empty or stagnant pool, or one of pure, living water constantly being replenished – one from which he can drink and be refreshed?
If your pool is dry, it can be filled. If it is stagnant, it can be refreshed, but you must drink! The old adage about leading a horse is true because the preacher can only lead you to the well-spring of pure, fresh, living water, you must open your ears, your eyes, and your heart and drink! 

I pray you will always thirst for that pure water.
