--- ---  ---  something to think about --- ---  ---

Recently, I had a conversation with one of our members. Though it was very short, it was very encouraging to both of us. It was not a conversation like millions occurring everyday about the weather, or politics, or sports, or what so-and-so did. It was about life and it was about our Lord and our God.

There is nothing wrong with discussing the issues of the day, but rarely in those talks is there any exhortation, encouragement, and even more rarely any comfort. For the overwhelming majority of men and women in this world and a very significant number of Christians, the words they speak and hear fall into this category. They may enjoy the topic of conversation, they may learn something useful, or they may become anxious or worried as a result, but rarely are they encouraged or comforted. Why?

True encouragement and true comfort come through the interaction between two people only if a third person is with them. That third person is Christ Jesus the Lord of glory. If Christ is present, there will be encouragement, there will be exhortation, there will be comfort, there may even be conviction (but that will always be followed by comfort and exhortation).

We say (and rightly so as Christians) that he is in us, but can we, with equal certainty, say that we are in him? We can if we are consciously aware of what he has done for us and what God has made us to be through him. This is more than saying “I am saved,” more than saying “I am going to heaven,” more than saying “I go to church every Sunday.” It is the uniquely personal knowing that you stand in this world, at this moment in time, as the visible and audible expression of Christ himself. That is incredible to consider, but it is what God has made us to be. It is not our doing, nor is it because of any schooling we have received, it is God’s doing! The question is: will we actually live that life, or will we continue living what we have been?
One-way conversation from the preacher to the congregation on Sunday morning is needful, but it is not near enough. We each need one-on-one interaction with our Lord and God via prayer and reading The Word, and we need one-on-one interaction amongst each other every day, sometimes several times in a day. Our Lord said “where two or three are gathered together in my name, there am I.” If this is true (and it is, anywhere, anytime) do we believe it and acknowledge his presence, or do we ignore him as though he does not exist?

If we are living every day by faith (the conscious acknowledgement of and active reliance upon Christ Jesus’ complete work for us and in us as revealed by The Word of God and the spirit of God in us), the words we speak will encourage, exhort, and comfort those who hear. If our faith is lacking – if it is not presently active in our minds and in our hearts – our words will be very much as those of a rank unbeliever, accomplishing, at best, little of value and, at worst, tearing down instead of building up.
