--- ---  ---  a thought for the month --- ---  ---

In these newsletters I try to avoid speaking of the issues of the day. We get far too much of that pressed upon us from the news media and from those around us. Instead, I try to focus on the truths of what God has given us through Christ – something we will not hear from the world, yet something we need to be reminded of often because the world will choke it out of us if we give it half a chance. But with all the unrest in recent months, all the insanity in our country and our world, and with the elections coming up, something needs to be said.

Speaking of and hearing about the benefits and joys of the gospel of Christ is a wonderful and needful thing, but if it is not brought into the reality of the world in which we live, it is little more than religious rhetoric or emotionally-charged, feel-good philosophy and neither is of any true help in living life in this world. We live in a world that is becoming more and more hostile and actively opposed to anything having to do with The True God. Either we conform to it, or we become transformed into lights in this dark world. The former is easy – we need do nothing, but the consequences are eternally dire. The latter is challenging, but God has given us all we need (2 Ptr 1:3-4).
Behind all the killings, all the mud-slinging, all the unrest, and all the asking “why did this happen?” is one thing: unrighteousness – enmity against God (Rom. 8:7-8) – sin and death. This is the reality of the world in which we live. Yet, through Christ we are to stand apart from the world (even though we are in it). In Christ God has made us to be righteous, for He has placed Christ within each of us as our righteousness (Col. 1:27); 1Cor. 1:30). In him we can live in righteousness even if those in the world around us are active and defiant in their unrighteousness.

Righteousness and unrighteousness are like oil and water, or light and dark – the do not mix, they cannot peaceably coexist (2 Cor. 6:14) and the unrighteous will always be the aggressor. 

Through Christ, God has given us His spirit to be in us as the ever-present presence of Christ himself, our source of comfort and strength in any situation we may find ourselves (2 Cor. 1:1ff) enabling us to comfort, encourage, and strengthen others also. But to be comforted and strengthened and to be able to comfort others, we must listen to the Spirit, heed his guidance, and walk with our Lord (not just in his steps) regardless of the circumstances. We can either conform ourselves to this world or be transformed into living displays of Christ’s righteousness.
It may be that we have a situation with a co-worker or a family member that has stymied us as to what to do. Seek our Lord’s guidance. He will provide, but are we listening? It may be the upcoming election – who should I vote for. Seek our Lord’s guidance. He will guide, but will we seek his help?
Most people do not seek help from our Lord and they end up living with the consequences of their decisions and actions, consequences that very often adversely affect someone else.

Is not our Lord able to guide both you and me into that which is best for both of us not only individually, but collectively? Certainly he can! Is he not willing? He certainly is! The only question, then, needful for you and I to ask is: am I willing to listen?
