As of the day this was written, the election had not yet occurred. By the time you receive this letter, it will have been decided and we will have a new president and other new political leaders. Some will be elated that their candidate won, others will be sad (or mad) that their candidate lost. What should our response be as Christians?
1 Timothy 2:1 I exhort therefore, that, first of all, supplications, prayers, intercessions, and giving of thanks, be made for all men; 2For kings, and for all that are in authority; that we may lead a quiet and peaceable life in all godliness and honesty 3For this is good and acceptable in the sight of God our Saviour; 4Who will have all men to be saved, and to come unto the knowledge of the truth.


If the purity of the gospel of Christ is to be carried to those who have not heard it, or to those who not heard enough to believe, or to the next generation, we must do something. Yes, we must live it and speak it, (1 Timothy 1), but there is something else just as needful – we are to pray for those who are in authority. It matters not whether we like them or not, we are to pray for them. It does not matter if we agree with them or not, we are to pray for them. Why? So “we may lead a quiet and peaceable life in all godliness and honesty,” that is, ‘so we can live lives in peace and safety and seriousness glorify God each day.’

What does this mean? If our culture was to become oppressive, if the society in which we live was to become lawless, none of us would have peace, we would be pressed, perhaps beyond what we could handle just to maintain our sanity. In such an environment, our ability to live a godly life would be strained.

We pray for those who are in authority, whether they be the president, senator, governor, mayor, policeman, or whatever public office they may have. We pray for them, whether we agree with them or not, whether we support their policies or not. We pray for them, not so that we can have a better life, but so that someone we may come to meet tomorrow, or someone yet to be born will have the opportunity to hear and believe the pure gospel of Christ. They hear by listening to us. They see by watching us.
