“It’s the most wonderful time of the year”
So goes one of the songs we hear frequently between Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day. Listen to the lyrics next time you hear it. Though it is a very good song with a catchy tune, it is apparent that the writer (and possibly even the singer also) has little knowledge of how wonderful, or rather, how wonder-full this time of year truly is.
That song, along with quite a few others, speaks of friends, family, parties, and good times, but it hints at nothing more. If that is all there is to it, what makes it so special. Without knowing the truth behind it, it is only a holiday from work, one that has many traditions associated with it, one that carries many expectations, whether they are realistic or not. If we stripped away all the trappings: the gifts, trees, lights, songs, even the day itself, most people would have nothing to celebrate.
