· The Show Committee has begun preparations for the 2018 show. Thursday, May 18th will be here before we realize it, so we must do everything we can now so we will be ready then. It may interest you to know that we have nearly 380 members, but only 18 came to the first Show Committee meeting this year. This is actually fewer than last year. We understand that many of our members are not able to help, for one reason or another. For our show to continue to be successful we have to expand by adding new events or new displays.  Of course this takes time, effort and more importantly, more people to step up and help out.  Therefore if you desire to see our club and show continue to grow and do great things for those in our community, we need you to step up and volunteer to help out where you are able.
· Teddy Hefner (Show Chairman) encouraged all of us and put forth a challenge to every member to reach out and help our fellow members. It may be by lending a hand on work days, even providing them with a drink of water or a snack instead of handling a tool, in other words, helping in whatever you can. It also means pitching in during the show. Several members are responsible for specific areas like the entry gate, general store, T-Shirt sales, announcing, etc. They can use a break now and then throughout the day. So please look around and pitch in so we do not overwork or over burden others
· Chairman Hefner issued an additional challenge: take time to personally thank the visitors who come to our show. Kind words, appreciation and making someone feel welcome go a long way. The impact you will have on them in those few seconds will mean more to them than all the tractors at our show.
· The installation and set-up of the 120HP Fairbanks-Morse engine at the fairgrounds is well underway. When we initially voted to purchase the engine few if any imagined we would be this far along in the process of getting the engine installed and running by show time. However, thanks to a lot of determined people putting in countless hours with the goal of having the engine completely set up, running and powering our saw mill at this year’s show, the concrete base has been poured, all components have been unloaded from trailers and sorted, and we plan to set the engine on Saturday, February 17th.  Once the engine is in place and properly leveled we will put all the various parts of the system together. We have received a great price on a shed to build over it.  At the February meeting it was approved, by vote, to proceed with building the shed over the Engine. Please stay tuned for announcements concerning workdays – your help is definitely needed.  We’ll be sending out workday notices via smart phone, email, etc., but you don’t have those, please contact Teddy Hefner for updates concerning planned work days. · The previously approved lean-to addition to the store building is on standby as we focus on getting the engine installed.  Our goal is to complete this project before show time.   
· The Show Committee is also entertaining thoughts and ideas to add growth and attractions to our show. The hottest topic on the board is the building of a new pulling track. We are exploring the idea of relocating the track to a different section of the grounds and constructing it to standards required of national pulling organizations. This is long term project, one that will give our organization the ability provide a safer pulling environment during our show as well as possibly bringing the “big boys” to town by hosting a National Pulling event.
· We are in need of articles for the show program. Factual information about your equipment, family stories, even personal accounts of problems you found while restoring your equipment – any and all of these are of interest and can add an extra dimension to what people will go home with after the show. Photos are great, too.
· Thank you, Howard Reinhardt, for providing the meal prior to the February meeting. It is more than a treat to enjoy a meal together, it is a vital thing to bring us closer together. We are planning to make it a regular part of the monthly meetings. Our next one will be on April 5. We hope as many as possible can make it then.

The world in which we live is becoming crazier and crazier every day. And it is becoming more and more difficult to keep from being swept up in the tidal wave of evil that is sweeping across our country, not just in the big cities, but across the very neighborhoods where you and I live. 
Some people are incensed by the madness and attempt to add a voice of reason into the melee, but no amount of human reasoning will change the course of the spiritual war being waged.

Some people try to “live and let live” but, whether they realize it or not, they are swept up as unwitting victims in that war.

Only one thing can make a difference: the gospel – the whole gospel – of Christ. But the battlefield where this difference will be made is not global, not in a city, not even in a church. The battlefield where the gospel sword and shield must be wielded is in the minds and hearts of individual men and women: you, me, your son, your daughter, your grandchild, my co-worker, my friend, and the person you bump into at Walmart.
Each and every man and woman has the right (and the need) to hear the gospel of Christ and if you or I hold that back from them (because we think it to be “the preacher’s job”), then you and I have shirked our duty before God and Christ.

If a person believes what he hears (at which time God honors his believing by giving him His gracious gift (John 3:16; Romans 10:9-10)), then he must be brought to understand that, as a Christian, the devil will try his best to hit that target on his back. He may do so by direct attack such as sickness, poverty, calamity, persecution, and the like, but he may go the easy route and let the world drag him down little by little till he cannot be distinguished from any rank unbeliever.

In order to survive the battle and live as God has given us to live, we must wield the spiritual sword in our minds, first of all. That is often tough to do on our own. That’s where you and I come in: we must remind one another, teach our children, and reach out to those around us with The Words of God’s Word – not just what we think it says, but the words God said, specifically, the words God has given us in Christ, how we are to live in Christ, who we are in Christ. These truths we must put into our hearts and minds and keep them there (Romans 12:2) so that we may live each day as God desires of us and has provided for us through Christ, even though the world around us will continually press upon us the opposite.
In and from the world we will have no peace. In Christ Jesus we have peace (John 14:27) – the peace he has given us – the peace he bought for us with his blood – the peace in knowing that, no matter how crazy the world gets, our God and our Lord are with us, indeed, they are in us.
