· This year is a very significant year regarding our show and our relationship with the American Legion Post 48. Since our very first show in 2003, we have had to wait until the weekly Flea Market clean-up was complete before we could enter the grounds and begin setting up for our show.   This year, the Legion has graciously decided to scale back the Flea Market as they do during Fair week – placing the sales area outside the midway. By doing this we now have the opportunity to begin setting up earlier that week.
· Grounds preparation will begin on Tuesday (mowing, speaker setup, etc.).
· Wednesday will be the day when we can start hauling in display items. (We’ll be announcing exact times as we get closer.) Security will be on-sire Wednesday night.

· On Thursday the Flea Market will be in operation for the duration of its normal hours but will be setup outside the fence. Since we do not want to add confusion into the mix, anyone desiring to haul in on Thursday is asked to wait till after 2PM.  PLEASE do not try and circumvent the request and attempt to haul in while the Flea Market is going on.  We do not want to do anything to jeopardize this newly acquired early set up because someone could not follow the rules.  Security will be on-site Thursday night.
· Friday will be a normal show day, as it always has been.
· We are very, very appreciative to the American Legion Post 48 for working with us on this and providing the opportunity for us to grow. This new availability of set up time will help us in quite a few ways.

· The stress of set up will be lessened drastically.
· With the added setup days, we will have a much greater chance of inviting national clubs and organizations to participate.  Such participation from other states can potentially bring about significant growth of our show and our organization.

· With the added setup time, pre-registration is needed more than ever. We strongly encourage and request all exhibitors to register all the equipment brought to the show. By pre-registering, you can save time otherwise spent at the registration trailer.
· For all who will be camping in the camping area, a new method has been put in place to help organize the use of the camping area. A form is available (see Wilson) that will allow dues-paying members the opportunity to reserve a camp site and to pre-pay the $25 electrical fee (payable to the American Legion).
· We need articles for the show program. Factual information about your equipment, family stories, even personal accounts of problems you found while restoring your equipment – any and all of these are of interest and can add an extra dimension to what people will go home with after the show. Photos really make a difference, too.
· The April meeting (April 5) will be preceded by a hot dog supper starting at 6PM. We’ve had a fee meals prior to meetings over the past several months and they are great times to spend in fellowship with each other. We hope as many as can come will come.

· As of January 1 the 2018 membership renewals were due. Unless you are a hermit, you heard that our dear brother in Christ Rev. Billy Graham fell asleep in late February. There was a great deal of fanfare and media coverage regarding his life and his funeral, even though he himself would not have approved of the focus on him.  

His death is certainly a loss, not only to those of us who had heard him preach, but to God also. Psalm 116:15 says that the death of even one of God’s people costs God a great deal. If the ravages of time and death had not taken their toll, how much more of our Lord’s work could he have accomplished?

If you looked closely and listened intently to the media coverage, you would get the idea that he had some special gift that enabled him to do what he did. However, the truth is, he and you and I are all equal in Christ – none is greater than another, none is more special than another, none is treated with more emphasis than another. God is not concerned about who we are, what we have, or what we can do; rather He is concerned about what is in our heart (1 Sam. 16:17). Rev. “To him who hath, more will be given …” (Luke 8:18).

Have you heard the gospel of Jesus Christ? Have you received God’s gracious gift? If your answer is “yes,” whether you know it or not, God has given you the task of doing our Lord’s work (2 Corinthians 5:20). If you have in your heart the willingness to do what our Lord gives you to do, he will give you everything needed to do it. Even if He inspired you to preach on the moon, He would provide the rocket ship to get you there!
Most people, though, are content to receive His gracious gift and continue living their life the way they want to live it without any thought of God or Christ. They are the ones who look to men and women like Billy Graham as special people, yet they do not know or acknowledge that they are equally as special to God and can equally do His work if they will be say in their heart “Here am I. Send me.”

I pray each and every one of you will rise up and do what our Lord has for you to do. God gave Billy Graham to speak to thousands at a time and to presidents and kings. Is it beyond reason to think that our Lord has given to you and to me the task of speaking to the person next to us today? You may doubt your own ability; do you equally doubt our Lord’?
