· This was announced last month, but, but since it is so significant, we want to reiterate it again. This year, the Legion has graciously decided to scale back the Flea Market as they do during Fair week – placing the sales area outside the midway. By doing this we now have the opportunity to begin setting up earlier that week.
· Grounds preparation will begin on Tuesday (mowing, speaker setup, etc.).
· Wednesday will be the day when we can start hauling in display items. (We’ll be announcing exact times as we get closer.) Security will be on-site Wednesday night.

· On Thursday the Flea Market will be in operation for the duration of its normal hours but will be setup outside the fence. Since we do not want to add confusion into the mix, anyone desiring to haul in on Thursday is asked to wait until after 2PM. PLEASE DO NOT try and circumvent this request and attempt to haul in while the Flea Market is going on.  We do not want to do anything to jeopardize this newly acquired early set up because someone could not follow the rules.  Security will be on-site Thursday night.
· Friday will be a normal show day, as it always has been. 
· We are very, very appreciative to the American Legion Post 48 for working with us on this and providing the opportunity for us to grow. This new availability of early set up time will help us in quite a few ways.

· The stress of set up will be lessened drastically.
· With the added setup days, we will have a much greater chance of inviting national clubs and organizations to participate.  Such participation from other states can potentially bring about significant growth of our show and our organization.

· With the added setup time, pre-registration is needed more than ever. We strongly encourage and request all exhibitors to register all the equipment they bring to the show. By pre-registering, you can save time otherwise spent at the registration trailer. www.foothillsantique.com 
· For all who will be camping in the camping area, a new method has been put in place to help organize the use of the camping area. A form is available (see Wilson) that will allow dues-paying members the opportunity to reserve a camp site and to pre-pay the $25 electrical fee (payable to the American Legion).

Factual information about your equipment, family stories, even personal accounts of problems you found while restoring your equipment – any and all of these are of interest and can add an extra dimension to what people will go home with after the show. Photos really make a difference, too.

· The shed has been built over the 120HP Fairbanks-Morse engine. Much of the air supply piping has been installed and the oiler is in place. The Pattin compressor has been transported to the fairgrounds, set in place, and piped in. The cooling tower is yet to be reassembled, and engine’s fuel system is to be re-installed. Once these are done, and tidying up a few other things, she’ll be ready to fire-off.

-- ---  --- a thought for the month --- --- ---
At the beginning of this month, we celebrated Easter Sunday or Resurrection Sunday (as some call it) – the time each spring when we remember and celebrate our Lord Jesus Christ being raised from the dead.
In our modern culture, many things are at work to belittle this event and its significance. Movies, games, TV shows, etc. present men and women returning from the dead. Of course, this is all fiction, but it desensitizes the masses to the stark reality of death and the wonder of the historical truth of God having raised Jesus from the dead. 

In the Apostle Paul’s time, some were saying it did not really happen – no one comes back from the dead (! Corinthians 15). In our time, some are saying (in effect) it is no big deal, people don’t really die, so coming back is no big deal.

Let us get one things straight. IT IS A BIG DEAL! IT DID HAPPEN!! And it is NOT COMMONPLACE!!!

Jesus Christ lived his life in absolute righteousness and holiness before God and, in doing so, he chose to give himself fully to fulfil God’s righteous requirement to atone for sin, not his own, but for the sin of all mankind. He gave His life as God’s Holy Scriptures foretold. He endured the suffering and death of the cross because he know what those same Scriptures also foretold: the joy of what was to come (Hebrews 12:2). A big part of that joy was that many men and women would benefit from his sacrifice and receive the same eternal life he would receive, not by sacrificing themselves, but by simply believing what God said about his sacrifice (John 3:16; Romans 10:9-10).

During the first few decades after Christ Jesus’ resurrection (as is described in the book of Acts), Jesus’ disciples spoke to many people, sometimes one-on-one, sometimes in large groups. They spoke about the man they had come to know, who was no longer with them, but in every one of those discussions and presentations, one point of fact was always emphasized: Christ Jesus is raised from the dead. That one event changed their lives. Has it changed ours? Or is it only a historical event not unlike Armistice Day or Pearl Harbor day – long ago events which we continue to celebrate, but the passage of time has obscured any impact or meaning for us as individuals.
Do you believe God raised Christ Jesus from the dead as The Bible clearly states He did?

If so, is it of so little value to you that you remember it only when each year’s calendar lists the first Sunday after the vernal equinox as “Easter Sunday”?
