What do eggs, rabbits, and flowers have to do with Easter? Nothing! They are all carry-overs from ancient spring-time festivals; even the name Easter comes from one of those pagan rituals. Of course, the world around us holds to these things because they do not know (or do not care to know) the reason we celebrate the day. 

On the first day of the Passover celebration the Passover lamb was killed. On the first day of the following week (four days later) the first-fruits of the spring harvest were presented to God in the Temple. This happened year after year in Jerusalem and when the proper time came, The Passover Lamb was selected and slain. That lamb was Jesus Christ. It was he who, on Sunday morning (the first of the week) presented himself to God as the first-fruits from among the dead – the first human being no longer subject to sin and death and thereafter able to live with God in His very presence forever.

On the Sunday we call Easter we do not celebrate eggs, bunnies, flowers, or any such thing, though we may enjoy them. On that Sunday we do not celebrate the birth, life, nor the death of one called Jesus of Nazareth. We celebrate the fact that, after doing what none of us could do, took upon himself that which is due all mankind by dying in our stead. God made him live again when He raised him from the dead, giving him a life not subject to sin and death and making him the first of many brothers and sisters to come. When He did that, He made it available for that same life to be yours and mine as a free gift to be received when we simply believe that God raised Jesus from the dead (Romans 10:9-10). 

On Easter Sunday and every day following we celebrate life – a life centered in God’s righteousness and true holiness.

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· Set-up time at the American Legion Fairgrounds will begin Thursday afternoon May 19 after the Flea-market clean-up has been completed and the grounds have been prepared. This will be approximately 3-5PM.

· Spaces in the main exhibit area may be reserved by members in good standing (dues paid). These spaces are to be occupied by 12 noon on Friday May 20 or they will be forfeited for the duration of the show (unless your intent to fill them after that time is communicated to the reserved space coordinator – Teddy Hefner). 

· All members are to be aware of and adhere to the safety requirements for the show. All members are called upon to function as safety monitors by presenting your own exhibits in a safe manner and helping each other do the same.

· All equipment is to be chocked when parked. Chocks will be available if you have none.

· Fire extinguishers are to be ready at hand.
